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Abstract

Authors should provide an abstract of 250 words maximum. 
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Introduction


All papers submitted to RMUTT Global Business and Economics Conference should be electronic document with Microsoft Word or PDF file. The contents have to be concise and clear writing. Authors must submit an abstract of 150-250 words, and must carefully check out font, format, word correction, figures and tables before submitting. The following instruction sets type and style: Time New Roman font, 11 point, and 1.0 line spacing. Authors are suggested to use this type and style instruction to the manuscript. 
Authors should place figures or tables at center alignment. Figure caption should be at below the figures; table caption should appear above the tables as shown below.

In-text citation begins with the author’s name and is followed by the year of publication, for example (Johnson, 1998), (Johnson & Watson, 2001) and (Johnson et al., 2010). 
Review of Literature


Generally, the purpose of a literature review is to analyze critically a segment of a published body of knowledge through summary, classification, and comparison of prior research studies, reviews of related literature, and theoretical articles.
Methodology

This section describes the materials and equipment used in the research, explain how the samples were gathered, any randomization techniques and how the samples were prepared, explain how the measurements were made and what calculations were performed upon the raw data and describe the statistical techniques used upon the data.

Research Results

This section presents your key results, without interpretation, in an orderly and logical sequence using both text and illustrative materials (Tables and Figures). The results section always begins with text, reporting the key results and referring to your figures and tables as you proceed. Summaries of the statistical analyses may appear either in the text (usually parenthetically) or in the relevant tables or figures (in the legend or as footnotes to the table or figure). The Results section should be organized around Tables and/or Figures that should be sequenced to present your key findings in a logical order. 
Discussion and Conclusions
The final step in the story line is to provide the answer to the research question, or to summarize the argument or key proposition and the main evidence or key points used to support. This is followed by a discussion of the significance of the research and the implications that arise from the research. The goal of the conclusions is to highlight the importance of the argument or research proposition, to draw together the discussion into a final point, and to leave a lasting impression on the reader. 
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
